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GEORGE SCHOOL

Each year Anderson Scholarships will be awarded to four new boarding students who embody
the principles of social involvement, respect for others, and a commitment to academic
excellence. Families of Anderson Scholarship recipients may be from any economic group.
Recipients will have proven their capacity for excellence in the areas listed below. Each will be
weighed equally.

1. ACADEMIC ACHIEVEMENT
Students must have at least a B+ average.

2. COMMUNITY INVOLVEMENT
Students should have served others in their schools, their religious institutions, or
community organizations.

3. POTENTIAL FOR LEADERSHIP
Anderson Scholars should be role models who exhibit a positive attitude, concern for others,
and respect for the rules and values of the school.

Anderson Scholars will receive a $15,000 award each year they are students at George School
provided they continue to demonstrate the qualities for which the award is given. Anderson
Scholarship applicants may also apply for financial aid. Scholarship and financial aid packages,
in combination, may not exceed the cost of full tuition.

In order to be considered for an Anderson scholarship, an applicant must submit all George
School application forms and teacher recommendations to the Admission Office by February 15.
The complete application includes your application forms, teacher recommendations, transcript,
SSAT scores, and interview. If your George School admission application is complete by the
February 15 deadline, you may apply for an Anderson Scholarship. The application deadline for
this scholarship is March 1.

TO APPLY FOR THE ANDERSON SCHOLARSHIP YOU NEED TO DO THE
FOLLOWING:

1. Fill in the application form that is printed on the next page and return it to George School.
2. Ask a teacher to submit an Anderson Scholarship Recommendation Form. This can be done
by either the same person who wrote one of your other recommendation forms or by another

teacher of your choosing. You will receive this form under separate cover.

3. Write three essays and send them to George School along with the application form. The
essay topics are listed on the next page.

Anderson recipients will be announced by March 15.

PLEASE FILL IN THE FORM ON THE REVERSE SIDE AND RETURN IT BY MARCH 1.
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Your Anderson Scholarship application should be accompanied by three, one-page essays.
Select one question from each of the categories listed below:

ACADEMICS
1. What motivates you to achieve academically?

2. What single academic experience have you had that most expanded or stimulated your
intellectual curiosity? How? Why?

COMMUNITY
1. Describe a goal that you have set for yourself and how you plan to achieve it.

2. If you have volunteered your time for a worthy cause, tell us about a person or people who
benefited from your efforts.

3. Identify an issue or concern in your community and describe how you have worked to affect it.

CHARACTER
1. Who are one or two of your heros? How have they helped to shape who you are today?

2. Sometimes people in leadership positions find themselves going against popular ideas or
opinions in an effort to promote change and improvement. Have you ever been in such a
position? If so, please describe the situation.
